My last installment stopped with my being in a htapin Paris, recovering from a wound receivedattle in
November, 1944. By now it is February 1945 anellve this hospital to board an Army DC3 at Le Beufeeld.
The short flight to England over the English Chdrioek me to a new hospital for a week, after whiakent to
Yorkshire on another DC3. In March | had yet apotflight to Glasgow, Scotland.
