RIDING THE RAILS
"The Venerable GG-1" Part Xl

This loco was always referred to by trainmen adMatbr”. It was much more than that. There wereni@ors, one for each of
twelve (12) 57" drive wheels. Each traction majenerated 385 HP which generated 75,000 Ibs. cfidraforce. They ran silently
and the only notice of their coming was the hofmytime anyone in freight operation could get a tar elation reigned.

They were designated for passenger service anly eatied 18 heavyweight cars at 100 mph. Theioak or first, GG1 is at the PA
Train Museum about a mile from the TCA Museum at$&iurg, PA It is nicknamed "OI' Rivets" becausdybplates are riveted
together; later models were welded for a smoothsdiol finish. That combination of body and pascheme with 5 gold stripes was
unique and much admired. It was designed by Ragnh@ewy.

The Pennsy had 139 of these locos. IN 1934 duiggyous tests (before production) the single G@&eht from 0 to 100 mph in
64.5 seconds over and over again. In 1959 thedke8G-1s accumulated 337,000,000 miles. Theyhed 460,000 Ibs.

In 1945, #4840 struck a bulldozer on the track@in®h near Stanton, DE. It threw the dozer acdosmcks and it's front truck
derailed. There was only a dent in the nose oétigne.

When | was a pastor in Altoona, PA, | had manyreaidlers in my congregation. One of the executivek me for a tour of the PRR
shops. This was in the early 60s so no steam esgire being constructed. There were hundretteituge yard waiting to be
scrapped.
